The Journal of the Japanese Coronary Association (JJICA)
publishes Review Articles, Original Articles, Rapid Com-
munication, Case Reports, Imaging Case report, other Invit-
ed Articles, and others in the field of coronary disease re-
search, medicine and surgery. All manuscripts are peer-re-
viewed.

EDITORIAL POLICY

We subscribe to the policy of uniform requirements for
manuscripts submitted to biomedical journals: International
Committee of Medical Journal Editors. Med Educ 1999;
33(1): 6678 or http://www.icmje.org.

A submitted article is original and has not been published
elsewhere before, also article submitted to JICA is not un-
dergoing to peer-review of other journal for publication.

The corresponding author is responsible for ensuring that
all authors have seen and approved of manuscript. Each au-
thor should have participated sufficiently in the work to take
public responsibility for the content. Other contribution
should be acknowledged at the end of manuscript.

Any finding, sponsorship or conflict must be stated. Ma-
terials relating to human investigation and animal experi-
ment are published on the understanding that your local eth-
ical committee has approved the work.

CONTRIBUTORS

Members of JCA can submit their original article to
JICA. The first author and/or corresponding author of the
article, excepting invited article to JJCA or article by out-
side Japan contributors, must be a current member of JCA.

COPYRIGHT

All manuscripts submitted for consideration must be the
original work of the author(s) and they must be certified that
the material has not been previously published in any lan-
guage. All rights are reserved by the JJICA. No part of this
publication may be reported in any form by any means,
without the prior permission in writing from the association.

SUBMISSION

All manuscripts should be submitted via online submission-

1) Preparation of Manuscript
Each of the following section should begin on a new
page and all pages are numbered serially.
Please type by double space Title page, Abstract, Main
text, References, and Figure Legends.
- Title page
- Abstract
- Main text
- Acknowledgement (if any)
- Disclosure Statement
- References
- Figure Legends

- Tables (Table number and title should be above each ta-
ble.)
- Figures (Each figure should be numbered.)

File Format

- Text: Word

- Table: Word or Excel (Image data and collecting text
boxes are not acceptable.)

- Figure: TIFF or Powerpoint or Word

2) Length
- Review Article: not more than printed 8 pages (approx.
6000 words).
- Original Article*: not more than printed 6 pages (approx.
4,500 words).

- Rapid Communication: not more than printed 3 pages
(approx. 2,200 words).

- Case Report*: not more than printed 3 pages (approx.
2,200 words).

- Imaging Case Report: not more than printed 2 pages
(approx. 1,500 words).

One page consists of approximately 800 words.

* Amount of Figures, Tables, Photographs is up to 8 in
Original Article and Case Report.

3) Title Page

The title page should give,

- The title of the article

- The authors’ names and affiliation

- The name, address, telephone, fax and e-mail address of
the corresponding author

- The manuscript type (Review Article, Original Article,
Rapid Communication, Case Report, Imaging Case Re-
port, or others)

- Key words (not more than 5) complying with Medical
Subject Headings (MeSH) of National Library of Medi-
cine

4) Abstract

All manuscripts need abstract within 250 words.

- Structured abstract for Original Article (Objective, Ma-
terials and Methods, Results, Conclusion)

- Unstructured abstract for Review Article, Rapid Com-
munication, Case Report, Imaging Case Report
The URLs for the registry and trial registration num-

bers of clinical trials should be included at the end of the

abstract.

5) Main text
- Original Article: in the format of introduction, materials
and methods, results, discussion and conclusion
- Case Report: in the format of introduction, case report,
discussion and conclusion
- Imaging Case Report: in the format of case report, dis-
cussion and conclusion
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6) Disclosure Statement

All disclosures of conflict of interest should be inserted
in the “Disclosure Statement” before “References” sec-
tion, as shown in the following example.

A (author name) serves as a consultant to Z (entity
name); B’s spouse is chairman of Y; C received a re-
search grant from X; D received lecture fees from V; E
holds a patent on U; F has been reimbursed by T for at-
tending several conferences; G received honoraria for
writing promotional material for S; H has no conflict of
interest.

7) Conflict of Interest

When submitting a manuscript, all authors are required
to disclose any financial relationship with a biotechnolo-
gy manufacturer, a pharmaceutical company, or other
commercial entity that has an interest in the subject mat-
ter or materials discussed in the manuscript, within the
period of 12 months prior to the submission. Author dis-
close in the next two method. 1) describe in the “Disclo-
sure Statement” section before “References” section in
the text as samples in the form, 2) register on online sub-
mission and peer review system. *As for invited articles,
submit the disclosure form to the editorial office by
email.

8) References
References should be typed with double spacing and
cited in the Vancouver style. Examples listed below.
Unpublished communications should be cited in the
text, in parentheses. In the text, references should be

numbered consecutively by superscript: 1, 2) or 1-3).

References should be listed in numerical order at the end

of the article. The sequence for a journal article is:

author(s), title of paper, journal name (abbreviated as in

Index Medicus or written in full if no abbreviation quot-

ed), year of publication, volume number, first and last

pages. The sequence for a book is: author(s), title, book
title, editor(s) or compiler(s), edition number, publisher’s
name and place of publication, year of publication, first

and last pages (if relevant). In the Reference list, if a

book or journal article has four or more authors, list the

names of the first three authors, followed by et al. If there
are three authors or less, list all of their names.

Examples:

Journals: Endo M, Hirosawa K, Kaneko N, et al:
Prinzmetal’s variant angina: Coronary arterio-
gram and left ventriculogram during angina at-
tack induced by methacholine. N Engl ] Med
1976; 294: 252-255

Books: Everson C, Mills N: The inferior epigastric ar-
tery. Alternative Bypass Conduits and Methods
for Surgical Coronary Revascularization, ed by
Grooters RK, Nishida H, 2nd Ed, Futura, New
York, 1994, 73-80

PUBLICATION AND CHARGE
Advance Publication

Authors are asked to check proof galley around one
month later of acceptance. Checking of proofs is the au-
thor’s responsibility. Please proof carefully and return the
corrected pages by email or fax.

After checking, the manuscripts will be published on ad-
vance publication prior to issue online publication and print
publication at

Charge

There will be free of charge for submission and peer-
review. The number of pages for publication should be lim-
ited in accordance to the article types described as below for
free page charge. Authors cover the costs of extra page, col-
or printing and offprints. Invited articles will be published
for free while offprints are at cost.

1) Extra Page
21,000 yen per every extra page will be charged to au-
thors. Free of charge applies to:
- Up to 8 pages for a Review Article
- Up to 6 pages for an Original Article
- Up to 3 pages for a Case Report, a Rapid Communica-
tion, and an Imaging Case Report

2) Color Reproduction

- Online Publication: free of charge

will be charged to authors.

- Print Publication:
Authors may select black/white printing for free.
